DIRECTIONS

The Assembly Rooms are located within the heart of Newcastle’s city centre. 

The main Intercity Central Station is within 250 yards and the local Metro Station is situated directly opposite.  Newcastle’s International Airport is only a 15 minute drive away.

From the A1 South

Travelling north on the A1(M) you will pass the MOTO Service Station (Washington).  Follow the signs for the A1 NEWCASTLE.  After approximately 4½ miles take the turn off to the left, signposted A184 Gateshead & Newcastle Centre.  Keeping to the right hand lane, cross the River Tyne on the Redheugh Bridge.  Stay in the right hand lane and turn right at the third set of lights for City Centre (South A186) at the filter lane at Nexus House.  Then turn left at the second set of traffic lights (Burger King is on the corner and the Carling Academy is opposite) then take the first right onto Fenkle Street.  The ASSEMBLY ROOMS are approximately 150 yards on the left.

From the A1 North

Follow the A1(M) South and take the road off to the left signposted City Centre (West) A186.  Continue to follow the A186 for about 3 miles when you will see a sign for “Fenkle Street” car parking.  Shortly after this you will come to a major crossroads with traffic lights (Burger King is on the corner and the Carling Academy is opposite).  Turn left, then take the first right onto Fenkle Street.  The ASSEMBLY ROOMS are approximately 150 yards on the left.

From the A69

Follow the signs for the A186, go straight across the roundabout at the junction with the A1 and follow the signs for A186 NEWCASTLE until you pass the “Fenkle Street” car parking sign.  Then the directions are exactly the same as from the North.

Walking from Central Station

Coming out of the station, cross the main road (Neville Street) at the pedestrian crossing.  Turn right and continue walking past the County Thistle Hotel.  Turn left at the next corner and walk up Grainger Street past the Rendez Vous (with the torches outside).  Cross over at the junction and turn left up Westgate Road.  The ASSEMBLY ROOMS are approximately 150 yards on the right.
